SPACE IN THE ECONOMY
OF FRENCH GUIANA

In 2005, the 85 French Guianese companies working in the Space sector (suppliers, sub-contractors and service
providers) provided close to 2,500 jobs. Space sector orders make up almost half their turnover. A large majority
of these companies suffered a drop in activity in 2005, irrespective of sector, locality or category, resulting from a
slowdown in non-Space activities. Orders from the Space sector progressed overall by 6%, partially compensating
for the falloff of the other markets.

The outlook for 2007 is gloomy: managers expect the difficulties to ease, but do not think that business will recover
fully before 2008.
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
